BEOWULF: Movie Extra Credit
The epic is really an ancient form of literature, in which every generation adapts the genre to its own purposes. We see this adaptation of the epic presently with the latest movie version of Beowulf.

In order to receive extra credit you need to answer the following essay questions (at least one paragraph per question, written in complete sentences) on a separate sheet of paper.  You must also staple your movie ticket stub to the paper when you submit your responses.
1. Research the qualities of an epic, beyond what we have discussed in class, and write a paragraph describing an epic. 

2. In what ways is Beowulf an epic movie?

3. In what ways is Beowulf an epic hero?

4. How is the movie different from what we read in class?  How is it similar?

5. Overall, would you recommend this movie? Why or why not?

Be sure to have quotes and/or details from the film to support your answers.
