SSR Book: Book Project

Instructions 

You will be sharing your SSR book in 3 ways.  The first way is by writing a letter to me, Ms. Latona, about the book and what you have learned about yourself as a reader by reading this book.  The second way is by creating a book poster in which you use quotes from the book to illustrate.  The third, and final way is by writing a report about the book you read.

1. The Letter

Write a letter to Ms. Latona.  This letter should be at least one page long and include the following information.:

     About the book. Give the title, the author, and a brief summary about the books topic.  Choose one event that you liked or disliked in the book.  Describe this event, and explain why you felt the way you did about the event.  How did this book compare to other types of books you have read this year.  What is unique about this genre of book.  Would you recommend this book to a friend? Why or why not?

     About yourself as a reader. What, if anything, are you noticing about yourself as a reader that is different from the way you read in the past school year (quarter/semester)?  Are your interests, skills, or habits changing in any way? What, if anything, is surprising you? What are your personal reading goals (to read faster, not to wait until the last minute, to finish the book, and so on) for this quarter/semester? 

2. The Book Poster
Choose six quotations (usually a sentence or two each) from your book that you found interesting.  Divide a large sheet of paper (see me if you need a piece) into six sections and copy a quotation onto the bottom of each section.  Then illustrate each quotation, either symbolically or literally. You may draw or use magazine or newspaper pictures or computer graphics.  Be prepared to explain your choice of quotations and illustrations.

3. The Book Report

You will write a book report on the book you have read including details and information from the following areas: Author, Plot, Characters, Setting, and Theme. 

You need to devote a section of your report to each area and address it fully and in detail.  Your report needs to be written for an academic setting and with me in mind as your audience. When you turn in your report you need to bring in the book you read to show me. Below are some questions that will help you when reporting on each section.

Author

Who is the author?

What is the author trying to tell you in the book?

What did the author have to know to write this book?
Why do you think the author wrote this book?

Plot:

What are the main things that have happened in the story?

Were you able to guess what was going to happen next? What clues did you use?

What would you have done differently if you had been one of the characters?

Can you think of another way the story might have ended?

Who has a problem?  Is there one problem or more than one?

What is the problem in the story?

How is the problem solved?  How do you know?

Characters: 

Who are the main characters in the story?

Do you like or dislike them? Why?

Who is the most important character in the story?  Why?

Do any of the characters change in the story?

How?

Does a characters do things that are good/bad?  What?

Choose a character/ Why is that character important to the story?

Do any of the characters change?  In what way?

Do any of the characters do things you think are good/bad?  What? Why?

Do you know anyone like the character in the story?

Setting:

Where does this story take place?

What is this place like?
When did this story take place? How do you know?

Have you ever been to a place like this? Could there be a place like this?

Did the story take place a long time ago/in the future/now?

Which part of the story best describes the setting?

How does the writer create atmosphere for the setting?

Are there any particular words that create this atmosphere?

Theme:

Why do you think the author wrote this book?

Do you think there is a message in this story?  What is it?

Have you learned a lesson from reading this story?  What is it?
