Directions:  You are challenged to create a comic book representation of “Sir Gawain and the Green Knight.”  You may want to draw your own illustrations or, you could opt to use online images or even pictures from magazines instead of drawings. The illustrations are only one aspect of your project. You will need to write a story line to accompany the illustrations. These should follow the story line as closely as possible. You will want to choose the key events that you will illustrate. You need not illustrate every character or event, just a few. You should have no less than 6 “scenes" for your comic book. Use the following rubric to guide your efforts. It may be used to evaluate your work. 

With each of the following aspects, you have the opportunity to earn 5 points according to this scale.

5 points = Extremely thorough, creative, and accurate; the best example of what may be accomplished in the effort to reflect the text

4 points = Very good; detail above and beyond the minimum acceptable product; a nice reflection of the text

3 points = A satisfactory product.

2 points = A good portion of the product begins to be satisfactory, but on a whole the product is not acceptable or satisfactory in its effort to reflect the text.

1 point = There’s only a slight hint of accurate, insightful or creative product here.

0 points = There’s nothing given that is creative, accurate, or reflective of the text.
